The Exam
The FE exam consists of 180 multiple-
choice questions. During the morning
session, all examinees take a general exam
common to all disciplines. During the
afternoon session, examinees can opt to
take a general exam or a discipline-specific
(chemical, civil, electrical, environmental,
industrial, or mechanical) exam.
